Over the year, they add words and sentences to their drawings and eventually use beginning, ending, and then middle sounds in their writings so that others can read what they have written.   The ultimate goal of the Kindergarten writer is to write meaningful words that are connected to real experiences for that student.

	Kindergarten student’s work hard at recognizing numbers in a collection, through estimating, counting, and comparing objects.  

In measurement, students express the ability to compare units of time (within the calendar), length, and capacity using mathematical language and everyday experiences 

Data is collected daily in Kindergarten classrooms.  Students take part in surveys making representations of the data collected.  Over the year, students are expected to discuss data collected and sort it accordingly.

Kindergarten students are expected to understand and reproduce patterns.  Over the year they are asked to understand mathematical problems and solve them using a learned strategy.
