Application Process

1) Complete the CFGC College Scholarship Application Form (see attached or download copy at
http://www.cfgcpa.org/PDF/common.pdf)

2) Provide a list of high school sports played by year, and any awards or recognitions received in
each sport.

3) Secure two letters of recommendation — one each from 1) a school coach, and 2) academic
teacher (non-coaching) that describes how they see the student’s ability as a team player and
evidence of a humble spirit. (Please give your references the attached form to help guide their
letter.)

The applicant should also enclose:

e A copy of their completed FAFSA Student Aid Report (SAR) Acknowledgement Form, including
the Estimated Family Contribution amount

e Copy(ies) of all post-secondary acceptance letter(s) and scholarship awards.
