

Project Lesson Plan (Propaganda Posters)

Lesson: Use of art through propaganda posters.

PASS Objective(s): All art standards can be entered into in one form or another throughout this lesson.

Objectives: 	1. Introduce art vocabulary words.
2. Introduce students to visual propaganda art.
3. Have students combine art and propaganda demonstrating an understanding and use of the elements of art to communicate a specific message.
4. Have students utilize art vocabulary in a written reflection. (Teacher determines the substance of the reflection.)

Materials Needed: Pencils, markers or color pencils, 11X17 printer papers. (It is best for students to make the art in order to gain credit for Art Std. 3.)   

Project Procedures: 
1. Students use an 11 X 17 sheet of typing paper to draw their art and add color. Art may be abstract, realism, or what ever the student feels best, suggest you make it easiest on the students.
2. Put up the power point slides and discuss the history and styles of propaganda art in basic terms so the students can see examples of each. These are just examples and not meant to be copied. Slides can be portrayed either in paper or digitally.
3.	Student work may be in association with either war time of civilian forms of propaganda; war, politics, social movement, or sales as examples.
4.   Students then either do the work in class or at home as you see fit. 
5. Students will bring in the work and discuss the message intended.
6. After each piece you can have class discussion or you can have students write in their journals (or where ever) about what the art made them feel. 
7. An additional activity could be for the teacher to bring in some current recruiting posters and compare and contrast them against the posters already shown in class. this information could also be added to the student journals.

Activities:  
			1.  Use project in conjunction with an historical period. 
			2.  After reading and class discussion explain to students the art assignment.
			3.  Have students do assignment.
			4. Conduct presentations and discussions.
			

Conclusion: 
Culminate with comparison to art propaganda of the period currently in discussion in class and remind students they will likely be asked to make similar comparisons to other art and/or music throughout the course.
