	Produce a project proposal that will enable anyone viewing your work to gain a clear understanding of your intentions. Your project proposal should be presented at the beginning of your critical studies booklet.

	Your proposal should include:

	· Aims - what is it that you are intending to create? 
For example your aim could be to produce a mount of photographs based on theme of 'still life'.

	· Objectives - how you are going to create it?
For example you could do it manually with an SLR camera out on location.

	· Possible routes of investigation - are there any particular artists or photographers that you would like to connect your work to? How could you show evidence of primary and secondary source information, including books, videos, photographs, newspaper articles, websites, etc

	·  Possible materials and techniques - what techniques do you envisage experimenting with during this project? 
This could include experimentation in the studio, in the darkroom or to your actual finished prints.

	· Plan out your proposal in draft first and then get your teacher to check it. Remember to try and incorporate a good range of subject specific words that are linked to photography.

	·  If you have time you could choose to present your proposal in a creative way, for example with the text overlaid on top of an image that relates to your project.
