Scholarships: Dance & Drama Awards

At present, EImhurst receives a limited number of
Dance & Drama Awards each academic year for

distribution to the most talented students joining the
first year of the Sixth Form Classical Ballet Course.

The Dance & Drama Award is a fixed-level grant awarded
primarily on the basis of dance ability but with parental
income as a secondary consideration. For the academic year
2008/9, a student winning an award will be billed

approximately £2,320 per term for tuition and boarding fees.

Parents can apply to the Vocational Dance & Drama Awards
Fees and Maintenance Fund for means-tested assistance in
meeting this cost. This fund is administered by Manchester
City Council and parents make the application to them.
Support is dependent on parental income.

In addition to the basic fees, pupils may be billed the
following additional charges:

BUPA membership - if not already in a scheme £180
per term
Personal accident insurance £3.70
per term
School fees protection (voluntary) 1.5%

Saturday Syllabus classes are available at about £120 per
term. These classes are voluntary but most students choose
to take one or two. Theatre trips, outings, taxis, some books,
exams and private music lessons are all recharged.

term in which the pupil is withdrawn. A term’s notice also
applies to the cancellation of private tuition.
