1. Students must have their own 35mm SLR with completely manual exposure controls (aperture and shutter speed). The photographs below are examples of this type of camera. This can be a new or used camera. You may purchase a camera with both automatic and manual features. PLEASE make sure the camera has a working battery. Even the most manual cameras require a battery for the built in light meter. 
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2.  CAMERA SUGGESTIONS: There are so many camera options out there. I do not require any specific camera, but parents always ask for suggestions. These are my favorites: Three basic manual SLRs:  the Nikon FM10, Vivitar V3800N, and Promaster 2500PK. These are good “no frills” student cameras. More advanced camera with manual and automatic options: Any of the cameras in the Canon Rebel series. Just be sure that you are looking at the 35mm version since they also make digital rebels. I also like the Pentax zx-30 and the Pentax ZX-M, or Nikon N75. 
3. 8x10 Photographic Paper: 

Illford Multigrade IV RC De Luxe 

******Ilford paper comes in pearl and satin semi matte, and also a glossy finish.

*****MAKE SURE YOU BUY RC PAPER AND NOT FIBER!!!!!!!
You can purchase other brands if you wish. Just be sure to get a variable contrast, RC paper.   

4. Negative Sleeves: Purchase the kind that fit into a 3 ring-notebook. They are about the size of a regular sheet of typing paper. Be sure that they are designed to hold 35mm negatives.

5. Top loading page protectors. You will need several of these to protect you r contact sheets and your prints. These do not have to be the expensive sleeves that are designed for photographs. You can just get the regular type available at office supply stores. 

6. Sturdy 3 ring binder with 5 dividers and lined notebook paper. 

7. Black and white film. You can get T-max 400, Tri-x 400, or Illford films. I will require you to purchase the 24 exposure rolls, but you can get the 36 if you like. Make sure that it is not the black and white film made for c-41 processing. That film produces black and white prints, but it is designed to be processed like color film. It can NOT be processed with black and white chemicals. Read the box carefully.  
***Many of these supplies can be purchased in bulk and then shared between a few students. You can split multi packs of film, page protectors, negative sleeves and large boxes of paper.
