Role purpose:
The post holder will provide full web application development lifecycle expertise for the Scottish Sound Archive Project, utilising established development platforms such as ASP.NET, Coldfusion, or PHP.  Data tier responsibilities will require good working knowledge of SQL Server and XML / XSLT.
Duties and Responsibilities
1. Design, develop, test and maintain web applications as assigned by the IS Development Manager 

2. Ensure all code and documentation is correct and up-to-date within the Library's source code control systems.

3. Assist the IS Development Manager in work estimating and implementation planning.

4. Actively seek to identify risks to the development and the maintenance of the project and ensure decision makers are made fully aware of implications.

5. Work closely with colleagues across the Library to ensure that the project meets Library core requirements and ensure that relevant staff are informed of progress.

6. Identify and manage problems arising during the development process.

7. Maintain data confidentiality at all times and abide by the Charter for IS staff.

8. Maintain the high levels of service currently in place regarding the administration of web services throughout the library. 

9. Demonstrate excellent project management knowledge and practice.

10. In addition to these main duties, there will be a number of other tasks arising from time to time and the post holder will be expected to take a flexible view of his/her job description.
