Materials:  6 Note Cards, yarn/pipe cleaner, colored pencils, stapler, and ink pens.

Directions: Using 6 note cards create a vertical timeline depicting important dates from Mesopotamia and Ancient Egypt times.  The timeline must include 5 dates and sentences should be complete and historically accurate.

FRONT OF CARD:

1.
Date – must be written in large numbers.

Illustration – a COLORED picture must represent the event.  For example, draw a pyramid for Egypt.  
3.
Labeled – the event title must be included on the front of the card.

4.
All labeling and writing should be in ink or dark colored pencil.

BACK OF CARD:

1. Date must be written in large numbers on both the top right & left corners of the card and in the sentence.

2. Summarize the event in one complete sentence.
