Here are some things you may want to include:

Availability Date

Desired Travel Locations 

What shifts you are interested in working.

What length of assignment you are look for.

What units you are interested in working in.

Years of experience in each specialty

Amount of travel or contract experience you have

Minimum amount of compensation you need

Type of housing you need and if you will be traveling with pets, children, spouses, or partners.

The states you are licensed in and whether or not you have a compact license.
The minimum hours you want to work per week.
