Strategy:  Cornell note taking

Type:  Reading

Text Reference:  Max Teaching p. 113-123

Purpose:  To provide students with a system for organizing information in a useful format where main points are displayed in one column and supporting details are displayed in a second column.  These notes are intentionally formatted as to act as a study guide for students.

Description:  In Cornell note taking the students divide their note paper into two columns.  The left column (1/3 of the page) is intended for main ideas.  The right column is for details which relate to the main ideas.  This note taking system can be used for both lectures and independent reading.  The resulting notes are formatted for use as a study guide, where students simply fold the paper and try to recall details related to the main ideas in their own words.  Cornell note taking is a valuable skill in all discipline areas.
When to use:  Use for note taking both during lectures and while reading texts.  Teachers may want to outline main objectives prior to the reading or lecture.  It is also effective to have students read material after the topic has been introduced in class
