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A fashion magazine editor works closely with writers, photographers and advertisers to ensure that readers are given the most up-to-date information regarding fashion trends. These professionals must adhere to strict deadlines and work diligently to maintain the publication's style, editorial guidelines and publishing requirements.
A professional fashion magazine editor must possess the ability to oversee the allocation of print space for story text, photos, illustrations and captions. These decisions are based on space parameters and copy significance. Other duties include maintaining the integrity of the publication by ensuring the quality of artwork and meeting budgeting requirements.
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The position of a fashion magazine editor is highly competitive and extremely challenging. Professionals who aspire to work in this field can expect great demands on their time and energy. According to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS), careers for editors are expected to decrease by five percent from 2014-2024; this decline is mainly due to the decline in the print industry. The BLS also reports that the average annual wage for periodical, book and newspaper editors was $64,060 in May 2015.
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The most common educational background for a magazine editor is a degree in journalism; however, a fashion magazine editor may possess a degree in fashion design or merchandising. A bachelor's degree in journalism offers coursework in editing and revising, creative and technical writing, literary criticism, research techniques and mass communications. Many universities also offer master's degrees in journalism. A graduate degree offers more in-depth and advanced training in the field of print journalism.
A degree in fashion design or merchandising focuses on courses in product development, principles of marketing, fundamentals of fashion and public relations. This 4-year degree plan offers experience with all aspects of the fashion world and gives an aspiring fashion editor a solid base of knowledge.
Fashion magazine editors oversee and assign writers reporting on fashion trends, determine which items to feature in the magazine, and uphold a publication's standards. A bachelor's degree in journalism, English, fashion design or merchandising is required, and a master's degree can help those seeking advancement. Job opportunities in this competitive field are predicted to decline by 5% in the decade from 2014-2024
