       P. E.: All children are required to bring a pair of clean tennis shoes to be kept at school - preferably ones with velcro fastners. Please put your child’s name on the shoes and send them in a plastic bag with his/her name on the outside of the bag. P.E. classes are on and on
       MUSIC: This year children will not go to music class. However, I will be teaching music once a week in our classroom. They will learn some basic instruments, and how to sing many new songs. 
4. Visits to the Classroom: Please pre-arrange any visits by sending a note with your child. Please sign in at the office and they will announce your arrival (you will need a badge). Drop-in visitors can sometimes be disruptive to the classroom routine.
5. Snacks: We will have snack time around 10:15 AM.  Please send a small snack (one item preferably) for your child each day.  Please put it (along with a napkin) in a plastic ziploc bag that is labeled with your child’s name.  We encourage you to send something nutritious.  No NUTS please because of allergies.
6. Star of the Week: This is our way of honoring your child. You will be notified when it is your child’s week to be celebrated. Please fill out the poster and include a picture and return poster to the classroom on Monday of that week. The Star of the Week may bring a Show & Tell item for every day of his/her week. These items can be brought in a special bag or box and left for the week. If your child is the Star, they will also be bringing home Arthur our class mascot for the whole week. They will also have a chance to write about what they did with Arthur and draw a picture. Please make sure to return Arthur on Friday. 
7. Birthdays: Your child may bring a special treat for his/her birthday. Please bring in birthday treats during snack time at 10:15, lunch time 12:00, or at the end of the day 2:30.  The class will make a Birthday Book for your child. Please do not have your child distribute party invitations at school (this is the school policy).  NO nuts please because of allergies.
8. Correspondence: A weekly newsletter will be sent home on Fridays in the K-L folder.  On Thursdays, the red Family Envelope will come home and will contain important information for the next week.  Please make sure you look for both each week. Also, make sure you check your child’s backpack daily for any papers or notes.  Please return the folder the next day.   Folders will not come home everyday but please check just in case.
9. Identification: Please label your child’s backpack and lunch box on the OUTSIDE to help us in matching belongings to the right child. Don’t forget to label sweaters, jackets, sweatshirts and gym shoes.  Please make sure your child’s backpack is big enough to fit the red family envelope that goes home every Thursday. Because of our lack of closet space, we ask that you do NOT get backpacks with wheels.

10. Recess: Kindergarten students go out to recess with K-2 grades. Please dress your child appropriately for the weather.  We do go out in drizzly weather…exercise is important for the children. The first two days of school we will be going out to recess with K-K but will not be going out with the 1st and 2nd graders.
11. Field Trips: Please return all field trip forms as soon as possible after they     are sent home. Every parent who drives will need appropriate seat belts and an insurance form on file in the office. We will go on several field trips this year. You will be asked to be responsible for a group of young children from the class, therefore siblings are not allowed on the field trips.

12. Money: When sending checks or cash, PLEASE seal in a plastic bag and put your child’s name and room number on the front. Please specify what the money is for.

13. Buddy Class: 3H is our buddy class. We will get together with the third graders frequently throughout the year. We do special activities together and sit together during Mass and church liturgies. You are welcome to join us.
14. K-K/ KL Classrooms: The 2 Kindergarten classrooms do share 

the same curriculum topics. There are times when we will do similar projects, but each classroom is individualized to meet the needs of the students. The Kindergarten classes get together often so your child will see friends in the other classroom.
15. Parent Pictures: The pictures that we take at this meeting will be given to your child on the first day of school. It is very helpful and comforting for them to see “Mom and Dad” when starting this new experience. If you have not already done so, please be sure to have your picture taken before you leave.

16. Visiting the Classroom: The children may come to the classroom 

       to take a “sneak peek” and find their desk.  They can meet me, see their classmates, and explore the room. (Monday, August 31st  10:00-11:00)

18. Prize Box:  Please keep K-L in mind when cleaning out your toy box.  Any small items that you plan to throw away would be appreciated.
19. Uniforms:  The zippers on the new uniform pants are usually stiff.  It would help your son, if you practice at home and he has a chance to zip and unzip the zipper a few times before he wears them to school. Girls need to wear shorts under their uniform skirts so they can play comfortably at recess (especially on the big toy) and participate comfortably in PE.  Shorts should not show below the uniform hemline.
20. Scholastic: An order form for books will be sent home periodically. Throw away if not interested. It will come home in the K-L folder and your child will not have seen it.  Please sign up if you would like to be the book order person. 
21. Volunteer Needs: See lists on cupboard doors. 

22. Bathroom Routine: We use a buddy system.  The children use bathroom passes which are hanging on the wall by the door. Dad, if your son has never used a urinal, please make sure he knows how to use one before school begins.  The self flushing toilets are a concern to some of the children, so we discuss this the first day.
