Video editing refers to the editing of video footage and enhancing it with audio and special effects. Editors may adopt the linear video editing system, non-linear video editing system, or vision mixing. The linear video editing is done by using videotape, while non-linear editing makes use of computers and video editing software. On the other hand, the vision mixing system is used when live video signals are edited.
Online editing may refer to two different things. In the case of video editing, online editing is carried out after the offline edit is complete. It is done to modify the compression levels of the captured footage, add titles and special effects, and apply color correction. Online video editors also make sure that the final product meets the client’s requirements. In the second case, online video editors use a video production switcher, or vision mixer, to choose footage from different video sources, put them together, and add the special effects. Such online video editors may use different transitions like dissolves and pattern swipes, perform keying operations, and also generate color signals. This kind of online video editing is used in videotaped and live television productions.
Education and Training Requirements
A bachelor’s degree is the minimum requirement for online video editors. One can opt for programs in editing or videography at the college level. In addition, it is necessary to attend training courses that focus on video production, film and video editing, or post production techniques. Online video editors also need to have proficiency in handling video editing software like Adobe Photoshop, Apple Final Cut Pro, Adobe After Effects, Adobe Dreamweaver, Adobe Flash and Adobe Premier. Those wishing to work with live videos need to be trained in the use of vision mixers like Sony’s BVS-3200CP, and Ross’ Video Vision.
