Role Responsibility
As Executive Editor, Drama, you will work very closely with our partner Batoota Films, a Beirut-based production house, to deliver 150 thirty-minutes episodes of a radio drama whose aim is to build resilience and social cohesion to counter violent conflict and radicalisation across all sections of Syrian society.
 
You will be expected to lead the creative development of the series, ensuring the drama is of high quality and has a high impact on key target groups in Syria. You will manage the relationship with Batoota Films and support them with the recruitment and training of a local team of directors, scriptwriters and producers.
 
Crucially, you will ensure that the drama series is delivered on time and to budget and that it meets BBC editorial standards of quality, based on a thorough understanding of the objectives and target audience of the outputs. To this effect, you will work closely with the project’s research team in the integration of agreed themes and messages and pre-test findings into the episodes.
 
In consultation with the Project Director, you will be responsible for the financial management of the drama budget. You will be required to anticipate, identify and report budgetary problems and to actively seek more efficient ways of working so that the unit delivers on budget.

The Ideal Candidate

You will demonstrate substantial production experience with long-format radio at editor or more senior level and will critically evaluate editorial content, identify strengths and weaknesses in programme content and drive constant improvement in output. You will have successfully managed a production team on a substantial project, i.e. a daily/weekly or returning strand, or a major one-off project that made a considerable impact.
 
You will have a  proven track record in sound management of budgets and a strong understanding and commitment to international development, including the use of media to achieve developmental goals.
 
You will show strong interpersonal and leadership skills and an ability to cope with a pressured production schedule in an overseas context, and an appreciation of the issues and difficulties involved.
