Separation Agreement

If following the separation, you do not wish to commence Divorce proceedings, you may want to still formalise any agreement in relation to financial matters and/or arrangements concerning the children.  If a voluntary agreement is reached, this can be incorporated into a Separation Agreement, which is also referred to as a Deed of Separation.  In order for the Separation Agreement to have any weight attached to it, both parties must provide full and frank financial disclosure and seek separate legal advice.  A Separation Agreement is not legally binding but the agreement provides clear evidence of the parties intentions at the time of the agreement being made.

A Separation Agreement will not provide the finality which an Order on Divorce will provide, which is legally binding.

Once Divorce proceedings are issued, the terms of the Separation Agreement can be drawn into an Order, which will make them legally binding and enforceable.
