Dear Mr. Anderson:

On October 11, I visited ABC Restaurant for dinner at approximately 8:15 p.m. My server’s name was Andrew Smith, and I questioned him extensively about the DEF Dish. I informed him that I could not eat peanuts, and he assured me that there were no peanuts in the dish, nor would the dish come in contact with peanuts, peanut butter, or peanut oil. Unfortunately, my dish was contaminated and I immediately went into anaphylactic shock due to an allergic reaction. 

I have already sent you a bill for the cost of the ambulance ($2,500), the hospital bills ($1,211.40), and the epinephrine I was injected with ($11.75). You have previously denied all culpability concerning this matter, but the fact remains that you retain full responsibility for your server’s behavior and cross-contamination in your kitchen. 

Please send me the full amount of $3,723.15 in a check or money order no later than December 20 or I will file this case with the small claims court. Your server, Mr. Smith, will testify to the fact that he assured me that my dish was peanut-free, and that my situation was both life-threatening and required the use of an ambulance.
