Client Information Confidentiality Agreement

This Confidentiality Agreement is entered into between Synergy Financial Group, LLC (the company) and the independent Advisor associated with Synergy Financial Group, LLC executing this agreement below.  The parties agree as follows:

1.  Association.  The Advisor is associated at will with Synergy Financial Group, LLC and receives compensation and other benefits from LPL Financial, outside of this agreement.  This agreement sets forth the Advisor's responsibilities with respect to confidential information of Synergy Financial Group, LLC.
2.  Confidentiality.  Advisor shall hold in confidence and not disclose to any person or entity without the express prior written authorization of the Company, except in the ordinary course of Synergy Financial Group, LLC business, any of the information about Synergy Financial Group, LLC.  Advisor agrees to maintain the confidentiality of all such information indefinitely, even though no longer associated with Synergy Financial Group, LLC.  Advisor acknowledges that the nature of Synergy Financial Group’s business is such that such information is a valuable asset, that maintaining the confidentiality of information is essential to the business, and that Synergy Financial Group, LLC has stated its intent to protect the confidentiality of the information.  Synergy Financial Group, LLC and all associated Advisors agree to adhere to these same provisions with respect to the individual Advisors clients and business practices.
3.  Termination Procedures.  In the event of disassociation of the Advisor with Synergy Financial Group, LLC for any reason,  Advisor shall promptly deliver to the company all materials and documents containing confidential information.  In addition, Advisor's obligation under this Confidentiality Agreement shall continue beyond the period of affiliation and such obligation shall be binding upon advisor thereafter as well as Advisor's representatives, heirs, successors, and assignees.  Advisor is entitled to all of his/her client records and any other materials that were originally generated by that individual Advisor.  Joint clients and jointly generated material disposition will be determined by the applicable leaving and/or remaining advisor(s).
4.  Unfair Competition.  Advisor acknowledges and represents that the use of confidential information of or any of its Advisors, Synergy Financial Group, LLC without their consent, against their interest, or in competition with them is a violation of Advisor's obligations both during and after association with Synergy Financial Group.  The improper use of such information may create in Synergy Financial Group, LLC the right to recover damages from advisor or otherwise obtain court orders prohibiting such improper use of information.

5.  Attorney's Fees.  In the event an action is brought to enforce the provisions of this agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover its attorney's fees and costs.
