The Three Witches tell Macbheth a prophecy
that causes Macheth to take matters into his
hands (ambition).

Macbeth discovers that the former king's son

current King so that he can usurp the throne.

The battle is won! ALL
HAIL KING MALCOLM!
The tyrant and his
fiend wife are dead.

In the end, the witches' final prophecy comes
true and Macbheth is killed.
