COMIC LIFE ASSIGNMENT: Trans mediation and short stories
Objective: Take one of the short stories we have read and turn it into a comic, using ComicLife. 
You may work with up to two other people (groups may not have more than 3 members) or you may choose to work independently.

STEP 1.  Choose a short story from those we read as a class. 
Options: “Thank you, M’am,” “Sunday in the Park,” “On the Bridge,” and “Cask of Amontillado” 
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STEP 2. Review the story looking for the following information
· Key characters
· Setting
· Important events, including the beginning events, the climax and the conclusion
You can use the plot diagram included to plan these out. 
STEP 3: Create a folder in your H Drive to save pictures for this assignment.

Find a picture(s) (photo or drawing) that you feel are relevant to the context of your story.   Copy and save these to the folder in your H Drive or on a USB. 
STEP 4: Storyboard your ideas into the format of a comic strip  (SEE NEXT HANDOUT)

STEP 5: Using Comic Life, create your comic using pictures and word balloons to convey the information that you have gathered on your botanist.


(Click on the Start Menu, click on “Applications” and then select Comic Life
Be sure the content of the frames is easy to read – both pictures and text – and that it flows in a logical sequence to tell the important events of the story .
