Creating A Rehearsal Schedule
Break your script into rehearsal segments that you can effectively get through in a 50 minute period.  If you have a lot of specific blocking planned for a certain scene, you may need to allow for more time than normal.

You need to schedule time for a read-through and also allow for time for the director to discuss the play and his/her concepts about the play.  Then it is time to schedule blocking rehearsals, using the sections you have divided the play into, and days to review the blocking that was directed.  You then plan on working rehearsals to watch the actors work the sections you have blocked and directed, and see what they are doing with their characterizations.  Lines are due ½ way through the rehearsal process (aka off-book) and should be marked on the calendar, at that time cuing is usually allowed and is indicated on the calendar.  Put on the calendar when no more cuing will be allowed.   Full run-throughs of the entire show need to be on the calendar.  Have at least two polishing rehearsal where you simply watch the show, and write down your comments and tell them to the actors afterward.  You will need at least one tech rehearsal to work with the lighting and sound techs.  Schedule one Final Dress rehearsal and at least one other Dress Rehearsal.    Put down the performance dates, and when cast call time is.  Make sure you put on the calendar when any outside of class rehearsals are.  Put down your tech deadlines on the calendar as well, indicating when you expect props, costumes and set done, as well as when you expect to see tickets, programs and posters done, when your costume parade will be, etc.
