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Overall Comments

Well done for completing another assignment, Julie. You are showing great commitment to the course.
Assessment potential 

I understand your aim is to go for the Photography Degree and that you plan to submit your work for assessment at the end of this course. From the work you have shown in this assignment, providing you commit yourself to the course, I believe you have the potential to succeed at assessment. In order to meet all the assessment criteria, there are certain areas you will need to focus on, which I will outline in my feedback.    
Feedback on the assignment

Elements to consider with your assignments:

This assignment is concerned with the quality of the image that you take and the amount of control that you take in the planning of each shot. Images should be in keeping with the theme of the assignment, and should show your consideration of the effects of light on your subject and your level of understanding over the outcome of the picture.
Your assignment in connection with the above points
Images
Part One – High Contrast Images

Street scene in the middle of a clear, sunny day
All three images here have this ‘bending’ notion that you refer to. They work well thematically creating an impression of being overwhelmed and small in the environment. You have worked well to enhance the high contrast aspect of the images on each occasion.
Any backlit scene, whether in direct or indirect light
I would like to see you think about content of your images as well as thinking about this as an exercise in lighting techniques. The second image is setting a scene in the mind of the viewer and starting to build a story. The environment helps here to add a sense of purpose to the result. The shadowed detail on subjects or the silhouette can be used very effectively to add a sense of mystery to your story. I feel you could build on this point a little more with your other two examples, using backlighting to achieve an end result.

Scenes that include objects of very different reflectivity
The two scene reflections work well together to juxtapose different aspects of life in your area. The serene scene is sharp and clear and the reflection of the built up area more hazy and abstract. What does this tell us? It would be interesting to explore this idea in more depth.  
A scene with strong incident dappled light
I like the close up detail of the grasses here with the interesting dappled light hitting individual blades of grass etc. The view becomes more personal and reflective in its own way.
Indoor scenes illuminated by a single source of artificial light of high luminance
I really like the dry ice shot here – particularly because you have experimented to achieve your result. 

Part Two – Low Contrast Scenes
You have worked effectively to alter the contrast of all of these images and now need to reflect on the impact that this could have on your results. When might this be useful to you? How would it alter the story that you are trying to tell?
Summary/ Pointers for the next assignment
You have worked through all of the lighting scenarios giving careful consideration to the composition of your shots and the end results demonstrate your findings very effectively. As indicated previously, some of your images also work very well together thematically, both to build up a picture of the area, and also to add a level of opinion to your results. For future assignments I would really like to see more of your opinion coming over in your images. Think carefully about how you can take the requirements of the assignment, and information gained through the exercises, and apply these to ideas that you have about creating images. You have started to do this, for instance, in the dry ice picture and this is a very definite move in the right direction.
