Behaviour Management Strategies

Meet and greet

Being present/ready at the start of the session

Use of classroom organisation to help manage behaviour (eg seating arrangements, grouping)

Maintaining respect for individuals

Setting out to focus on appropriate (rather than inappropriate) behaviour

Maintaining high expectations for pupil behaviour

Using children’s names

Use of clear instructions for activities

Supporting the child early in his/her task

Supporting the child or his/her table with increased frequency

Use of clear behavioural instructions

‘Chunking’ of activities/instructions

Use of ‘please’ with instructions

Use of ‘thanks’ for compliance

Use of a calm approach to dealing with inappropriate behaviour (e.g. moving in, giving reminder or reprimand privately)

Use of specific praise and reward for behaviour

Looking for and praising those ‘on task’

Use of deadlines for tasks and warning pupils of their task completion

Use of rewards for work and valuing these

Accepting ‘wrong’ answers as part of learning

Use of a range of methods to remind pupils of instructions

Use of ‘brain break’ activities

Giving pupil’s responsibility

Focussing on a neighbouring child as a means of reminding the child

Use of circulating and scanning techniques

Smiling

Use of shared humour
