Context:
Process Safety Management is an application of management systems for the identification, understanding, and control of process hazards to prevent process-related injuries and incidents. Successful process management needs the commitment and participation of top management to establish a multifaceted proactive program and to identify, evaluate and mitigate the foreseen problems related to the process and consequently reduce the potential for exposures to the public and to the environment. 

A comprehensive PSM system defines the objectives and goals towards safety system, maintains the documentation of process, reviews the process and design procedures, assesses the risk in the process, takes action in management of change, ensure process and equipment integrity. The PSM also analyses the accident to learn from the deficiencies, audits the system periodically and makes available the preparedness on emergency.  

The worldwide concern triggered by the Bhopal Disaster in India, called for a separate directorate known as Center for Chemical Process Safety (CCPS) created in USA, within the American Institute of Chemical Engineers in 1985. This was formed to focus on process safety. CCPS published guidelines for Technical Management of Chemical Process Safety’ as a model for a safety management system, characterized by 12 essential elements and 68 components. Several legislations also came forth in India after this incident.

In 1990, the American Petroleum Institute issued a document called Management of Process Hazards. In 1992, OSHA issued its Process Safety Management Standard in the form of regulations. In 1993 EPA issued regulation requiring employer to set up risk management program in process industry. 

NSC is dwelling on the guidelines of CCPS and this would provide a comprehensive training course for implementing a sound process safety system in the industry.
