	· Title is restored to the rightful communities - conditions are set to the title ito land use and resettlement

· Protected areas will remain protected in perpetuity, i.e. communities will not resettle on the land. 

· In lieu of going back to the land, communities receive financial compensation (current guideline = R10 000.00 per dispossessed household, not to exceed 25% of the value of the land)

· The management authority will manage the land and a co-management agreement will be signed in terms of which the community will derive certain benefits to be agreed upon as well as representation on the management boards, capacity building and skills development.

	FORESTRY

(+/- 740 claims)
	· Settlement models have to take cognizance of factors such as: contribution to transformation of the sector,

economic sustainability of the forestry sector as well as maximum beneficiation and participation of the claimants in the sector as timber owners and ito value chain activities and cost implications

· Private forestry land (small scale): land and trees are purchased for claimants – management by forestry company/ appointment of a forestry manager, skills transfer and capacity building

· Commercial forestry: The land is purchased for the community who will then lease the land for a rotation. The communities will receive capacity in the first rotation and the forestry company will provide their usual benefits, employment and capacity building. At the second rotation communities can decide if they want to manage the Timber on their own, but they will still have a supply agreement with the specific company. After this it will be their own decision what to do


	· Further engagement with commercial forestry companies in terms of the models

· Finalising a pro forma lease agreement addressing all implementation details in a joint process with DWAF, Mondi and SAPPI. 

· Engaging with DWAF to ensure a formal agreement to monitor these lease agreements and support the beneficiaries in terms of their mandate.

(+/- 170 claims)
	· All valid claims are restorable, e.g. land back in title even where resettlement might not be feasible

· Open pit/ underground mining will not affect restorability

· Negotiations will involve all parties including claimants in terms of the best option (expert involvement in final option) in the particular circumstance 

· Where claimants had the mineral rights, options for resettlement will include restoration in title and equity participation in the mining operations

· Where claimants had surface rights, options could include:

· Alternative Land including Additional benefits apart from benefits from SLP

· Resettlement: Return to land or portion, if feasible and Additional benefits apart from benefits from Social Labour Plan

· Joint ventures or partnerships: i.e.25% equity plus one  share, BBSEE, Charter for the South African Mining Industry and any other contribution to business model

· Lease: Market related, Contribution towards business models and Additional benefits
