	Purpose

	Use this procedure to create a report (RACKONT2) to check on the settings for Asset Reconciliation Accounts. Use Transaction OAMK – Maintenance of Reconciliation Accounts if a change is needed.

Trigger

Perform this procedure when you need to check on the settings for Asset Reconciliation Accounts  Typically this performed monthly.

Prerequisites

Reset Reconciliation Account (OAMK)

After you have confirmed that: 1) Asset Shells created in error have been deleted; 2) Additional Assets have been converted; and 3) All corrections have been made to make sure the Sub-Ledger is in balance with the G/L, run this program to set the indicator.

The report checks the plausibility of the allocated General Ledger accounts. It creates a list of the account allocations associated to a specific asset purpose (i.e., asset retirement loss, scrapping etc.). Any allocations that have errors are annotated. It gives warning messages and hard errors for posting an asset to certain General Ledger accounts.

This transaction will validate that the general ledger accounts specified on individual assets are defined as Reconciliation Accounts in the Control Data tab of the general ledger master record. In addition, the report also changes the Financial Accounting General Ledger accounts that you enter into reconciliation accounts. That is, the report changes these accounts into reconciliation accounts for Asset Accounting. You can only use the report RACKONT2 for this purpose if you can no longer make the change in Financial Accounting itself, due to the balances from the old data takeover. If you run this report it will reset the reconciliation account indicator.

The accounts that you change can no longer be posted to directly. Instead, they can only be posted to via the integration with Asset Accounting. Once you make this change, it cannot be reversed. During the running of the program, you cannot post to the accounts involved.

The report generates a list with the account allocations for Asset Accounting and lists error messages for allocations that fail the plausibility check (for example, account assignment to Profit and Loss account instead of General Ledger account).

Helpful Hints

· The R/O/C column in the field description tables below defines whether the field is required (R), optional (O), or conditional (C).

· On certain screens you may have to scroll to view some data entry fields.
