	It was suggested by Cindy, that we keep the Motorcycle Ride event and pictures up all year long, with a survey and questions asking riders what they would like to see for next year’s event.
This year’s event was not as well attended due to three other rides going on the same 3rd Saturday in August.  Next year, we’d like to possibly add a Continental Breakfast to the ride and start at NW Harley, one of our sponsors for next year’s event.   
We want to start now, if the committee wants to proceed with the event again, to solidify our sponsors and Pit Stops. They will likely include NW Harley, CTW, Costco, and Lucky Eagle Casino. We’d like to get the dollars allocated to the ride prior to January 1, 2014. We’ll prepare the flyer early so that it goes out with our letters. We need to think about our brand.

Pit Stops are our first priority, then the route and market our ride before January. As part of preparing the marketing we will need to decide if we want to give away T-shirts for pre-registration or do we want to sell pins or both? We discussed the possibility of having hats, pins, and patches. We need to research the cots breakdown which will be presented at a future meeting for discussion if the committee continues forward with the event.
We will vote as a committee whether or not we want to continue the ride next year. The ride will be held on Saturday, August 16, 2014, if the committee decides to take on this task for next year’s fund raiser.
Another idea to promote our ride is by having agencies compete against each other for the most riders. We’ll allow each agency to structure their own route and give the winner a certificate.
