1 Summary

Note: As previously mentioned, this is a class that is partially focused on giving you hands-on experience
with skills that are useful for conducting HCI research. As a result, this handout sometimes uses the term
‘research’ as an adjective for, e.g., your focus topic for your group projects. We wish to emphasize that
despite the occasional usage of that term, the purpose of these projects is entirely educational; we are not
actually conducting research (i.e., a systematic investigation designed to develop or contribute to general-
izable knowledge) and any findings from these group projects are not publishable. Review from a human
subjects board is necessary in order to perform human subjects research (as opposed to classroom assign-
ments, which are meant to increase your personal expertise and knowledge).

This is the fourth and final group project.
The purpose of this assignment is to get hands-on experience with writing about research.

Learning Objectives:

1. Be able to describe your research questions, procedure, and results in a style appropriate for academic
publication.
