1. Check-in is 3:00 PM.  Pick up keys and pool tags at the Coldwell Banker Rental Office on 104th Street and Coastal Highway (866)-334-4870 or (410) 723-5377.  There is a $75.00 administrative charge for this key service payable to the landlord. If you plan to arrive after 5pm please call the Coldwell Banker Rental Office ahead of time to confirm pick up of keys through their lock box system. The key is for the front door of the unit. The pool tag is a simple wrist strap with a tag (red or green in color) that reads "Plaza Guest.” There is 24-hour security and the security guards (indoor pool) or lifeguards (outdoor pool) often ask to see the tags when using either of the pools.

2. Arrive at The Plaza 9800 Coastal Highway and register for parking at the Long and Foster Rental Office located in the Plaza Lobby. One assigned and one unassigned parking space is available to tenants.  The assigned parking space is number 132.  Ask the guard for a permit to display in the window. If you arrive after 5pm, check in with the security desk located in the Plaza Lobby for a temporary (overnight) parking pass.  In the morning, go to the Long and Foster Rental Office located in the lobby.  During the summer season the office is open from 9:00 AM until 5:00 PM, seven days a week.  Ask for a parking permit for the week.  As a GUEST of the owner, there is no charge. 
3. Luggage Carts are available outside the rear door of the lobby.  One cart per unit may be available to you.  Please return promptly so others may use carts.   Do NOT take carts inside the unit.

4. Reminder: Guests are responsible for bed linens, bathing and beach towels, and paper products for the kitchen and bath.

5. During stay do not leave chairs, towels, or clothing outside unit, including draping items over railings.
6. Please inspect the unit thoroughly upon check-in. Report any problems immediately to Coldwell Banker Rental Office on 104th Street and Coastal Highway (866)-334-4870 or (410) 723-5377.  You will not be held responsible for any damage that occurred prior to your check so long as it is reported upon check-in.

7. Vertical blinds may be problematic when opened.  If there is a problem, look to the top.  One blind is usually twisted.  If you manually move it, the blinds will close more easily. Also, exercise care when opening/closing blinds with open windows/doors. A strong wind draft can easily damage blinds.

9. On checkout day, please leave the unit no later than 10:00 AM. Return keys and pool tags to Coldwell Banker Rental Office on 104th Street and Coastal Highway (866)-334-4870 or (410) 723-5377.  Please remember to turn off air conditioning, lights, TVs, and close and lock windows and doors.

Keys and pool tags must be returned to the Coldwell Banker Rental Office on 104th Street and Coastal Highway (866)-334-4870 or (410) 723-5377 immediately upon checkout.
ADVANCE RESERVATIONS: The advance rent payment and the copy of the signed vacation rental agreement are due within 10 days of the date on this vacation rental agreement. Full payment is required 30 days prior to check-in. Payments made more than 30 days before check-in may be paid by personal check. VACATION RENTAL AGREEMENT, PAGE 3 OF 5
I. NO REFUNDS: No refunds will be made for maintenance problems, malfunction of appliances, air conditioning, hot tubs, or other equipment, disruption of utility or cable services, early departure, water quality, or dissatisfaction with the rental property or its location. Replacement equipment is not guaranteed. The owner will make every effort to promptly remedy the problem. There are no refunds for inclement weather, noise or loss of view due to construction, hurricanes, acts of nature, and/or mandatory evacuations.  Maintenance problems are to be reported promptly to Long and Foster.

II. No fraternities, sororities, school, or civic groups, chaperoned (or not), are permitted. This is strictly enforced. Non-family groups will be evicted without refund. Non-family groups who have misrepresented themselves will be evicted and no money will be returned.  Misrepresentation of family groups is cause for eviction, in accordance with the Vacation Rental Act.  See vacation rental agreement for more details. The leasee must be at least 24 years of age to sign this vacation rental agreement.  Unrelated groups under 21 years of age are prohibited. Violation is grounds for expedied eviction without refund.  No Exceptions and No Refunds

III. Maximum occupancy (8) must be strictly adhered to. Overcrowding is grounds for immediate eviction without refund. This unit is limited to 8 persons, (approximately two occupants per sleeping area). Occupancy count must include children. The Den with sleeper-sofa and Living room with sleeper sofa are counted. The second bedroom has two single beds. 

IV. No pets are permitted in the unit.
V. No smoking is permitted in the unit or on the private deck of the unit. Violation of this may result in a $200.00 fumigation charge and will be deducted from your security deposit.
VI. There is a $ 25.00 handling fee for all returned checks.
VII. Unit is equipped and furnished to our taste and are arranged for normal housekeeping. Mattress pads, pillows, and bedspreads are provided. Tenant must furnish linens, towels, and paper products, and soaps, detergents, and similar consumables. 

VIII. Property Maintenance.  Tenant covenants and promises to surrender the property in as good or the same condition as commencement of the rental period, reasonable wear and tear excepted, and to reimburse any amount including reasonable attorney's fees for all damages occurring during Tenant occupancy. Any damages to the property during occupancy are the tenant's responsibility: and should be reported immediately. Rearranging of furniture is not permitted. In accordance with Vacation Rental Act, tenant is to maintain the dwelling in a clean and safe manner.

IX. Owners, agent, or other representative of the Owner shall have the right to inspect and maintain access to the property, its fixtures, appliances, furnishings and facilities during Tenant's occupancy. Call Coldwell Banker Rental Office on 104th Street and Coastal Highway (866)-334-4870 or (410) 723-5377 to report any malfunctions or inoperable appliances.   With advance notice to tenants, Owner has the right to show unit in the event it is listed.
X. Telephones are provided for local calls only. Although long distance service is disabled, in the event long distance charges are incurred, tenant will be required to pay a $25.00 fee and the cost of the call(s). These charges will be deducted from the security deposit.

XI. Grilling is not permitted.

XII. Tenant acknowledges that all persons occupying the Property will abide by any rules and regulations as published by an Owners association, Condominium association, or subdivision regulations that may control use of commonly owned property.

10. In the event Owner is unable to make available the property described in this vacation rental agreement for any reason, Tenant hereby agrees that Owner's liability as a result of this unavailability is to provide an instant and full refund of all monies paid under this Agreement.  Tenant expressly acknowledges that in no event shall Owner be held liable for any special consequential damages which result from this unavailability .Tenant also agrees that in the event of a double booking, Tenant will be entitled to a full refund of all consideration previously t unless relocated by Owner. If Owner is unable to relocate Tenant, Tenant agrees to pay difference in rental amount. Every precaution is made so a double booking does not result.

11. Tenant agrees to release and indemnify the Owner from and against all liability, should a injury occur upon the premises during the term of the vacation rental agreement, resulting from cause whatsoever, except in the case of a personal injury caused by negligent act of the Owner.
12. Waiver of Liability-Pools and Hot Tubs: Tenant understands that there are special risks and dangers that may be involved with the use of the pools and/or hot tubs. In particular, but limited to: children who are not carefully supervised; danger from prolonged use; danger by person with health risks, danger from use by pregnant women; and danger from use by those intoxicated or using drugs or medications. The Tenant agrees to explain the risks the pool and/or hot tub to any guest and to be fully and solely responsible for any accidents incurred. Tenant agrees to hold Owner(s) harmless from any such accidents. Tenant understands and agrees that he is responsible and liable and will pay Owner upon request damages that occur to any part of the pool and/or hot tub through Tenant or Tenant's misuse and/or negligence.
13. Security Deposits are collected for actual damages to the property.  Security deposits are disbursed in accordance with the MD Vacation Rental Act and are returned within 45 of departure.
14. If Tenant or any member of his party violates any of the terms of this agreement, the Owner may terminate this vacation rental agreement with no refund of the unused portion of the rents, and enter and remove Tenant, the members of his party and their belongings in accordance with the Vacation Rental Act. Expedited Eviction Proceedings are governed by the MD Vacation Act for: holdover tenancy, and breach of the vacation rental agreement, non-payment or for possession of the property by fraud or misrepresentation by the Tenant.
15. ERRORS IN PRINTING: Although the Owner takes every precaution, errors in the description can occur in printing. Rates, fees, deposits, and taxes are subject to change.
16. CANCELLATIONS: Cancellations will be charged an advertising fee of $50 plus 8% of the gross rent if the unit is re-rented for the full amount. If unit is not re-rented for the full amount, the lessee will be charged the $50 advertising fee, 8% of gross rent and rental loss incurred.  All cancellations must be in writing.  Reservation will be in effect upon receipt of your deposit and the cancellation policy will apply.
