If you have received a Hamline 
International Excellence Scholarship, that should be reflect in YOUR TOTAL COST OF ATTENDANCE, on the 
reverse side of this sheet.

Financial documentation requirements (these must accompany the completed Affidavit of Financial 
Support, reverse side).

 Financial documents must be ORIGINAL for new applicants (must be on original bank letterhead and 
include an original stamp and/or signature from a bank official).  Scanned, photocopied, or faxed documents 
will not be accepted, unless you are a current Hamline student or scholar applying for a program extension.

 Financial documents must be less than 6 months old at the time the I-20 is issued.  
 These documents must be in English, or include an official English translation.
 Amount of funding must cover your complete costs for your first academic year (9 months).
 Financial documents may be from one or more of the following sources:  

o a personal bank statement or letter from a bank official; 
o a bank statement or letter from a bank official indicating funds from a family member or private sponsor; 
o an official letter from a sponsoring organization or government agency providing financial support for the 

purposes of education – this letter must clearly indicate the amount of funding and what is covered (e.g. 
tuition and fees, living expenses, health insurance, etc.); 

o a scholarship or award letter from Hamline University; 
o an official letter from a lending institution including specific amount of an approved loan (must indicate 

that the loan is for the student’s education).
