AFP addresses inclusion, diversity, equity and access (IDEA) in the profession through its IDEA programs.

· Provides educational programs about fundraising, including the annual International Conference on Fundraising (ICON), the largest gathering of fundraising professionals in the world.
· Offers career and leadership development programming for all fundraisers through its Career Center, collaborations with Korn Ferry and the American Association of University Women, and AFP LEAD, the fundraising profession’s conference on leadership and management.
· Encourages research on fundraising and philanthropy, including the Fundraising Effectiveness Project, which looks at how charities can be more efficient in their revenue generation; and the annual Compensation and Benefits Report.

· Encourages networking and the development of mentors in the profession through the association’s mentorship programs; AFP Connect (an online forum for members to ask questions and connect with colleagues around the world); and online affinity groups. 

· Raises public awareness and interest in philanthropy through programs such as National Philanthropy Day® (now a permanently recognized day in Canada by the federal government) and supporting legislation and regulations that encourage philanthropic giving and ethical fundraising.
