In that situation active learning may not be considered to have taken place.  Considering this, tick “yes” for activities you consider active learning.  If you discovered that active learning did not take place tick “No”.  (this can be done after observation if you like).  Add up how much time those active interactions have taken and write it in the space for total time of active learning.  In this sense, total time of active learning means the total time in which both students and teachers participated in active learning.
