Project 8ofndents and
Foremen DO NOT have this authority.

NINTH : This Agreement shall not be assigned by the &utibactor without first obtaining permission in tivrg from
the Contractor.

TENTH: The Subcontractor will clean up his work aredlydalf the Contractor has to clean up after the
Subcontractor, the cost of such will be chargeithéoSubcontractor and deducted.

ELEVENTH : The Subcontractor will be responsible for reitgj\and storing his materials on the job site. t€ator
shall not be liable for damage of any kind inclgdbut not limited to theft or vandalism.

TWELFTH : To the fullest extent permitted by law, Subcantor shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmlessi@w
Architect, Architects consultants, and Contractonf all damages, losses, or expenses, includiognatis fees, from any
claims or damages for bodily injury, sickness, a&se or death, or from claims of damage to tangitiperty, other than the
work itself. This indemnification shall extenddiaims resulting from performance of this Subcartteand shall apply only to
the extent that the claim or loss is caused in @loolin part by any negligent act or omission db&wntractor or any of its
agents, employees, or subcontractors. The oldigafithe Subcontractor under this Article shatlexdend to claims or losses
that are primarily caused by the Architect or Atebi's consultant's performance or failure to perf@rofessional
responsibilities.

FOURTEENTH : The Subcontractor is requiredsiabmit Five (5) copies of Submittals within Ten (10days from
the date of this Subcontractor Agreement The Subcontractor will not deviate from spedifieaterials without prior written
approval. Four (4) copies of Operations and SerManuals are due 30 days after Subcontractoegptenf approved Shop
Drawings. Monthly payment request will be withhelgd Contractor until this requirement is met.

FIFTEENTH : All Subcontractors are required to follow stamtisafety procedures, especially in regard to weari
hard hats, safety glasses and steel-toed sho¢é®n-Alte personnel are required to attend Fasribiesday morning safety
meetings. Compliance with all Federal, State afthN€arolina and Standard OSHA Safety Regulatioagaequirement of
this Agreement. Any fines levied against Contratiecause of Subcontractor actions will be deduftted your contract
amount.

SIXTEENTH : The Subcontractor agrees that when working dtistrial plants and/or for Owners who have
established "Rules and Regulations" and SafetyrBnog for Contractors and Subcontractors to fullpnply with said
regulations and programs. Non-compliance will leisuejection from the job site.

Sleeved shirts and long pants are required. Pedéarguage is not permitted on this work site nitiyau be allowed to have
vulgar, explicit, or graphic artwork or wording arork clothing.

EIGHTEENTH : If the Subcontractor shall fail to carry forwamad complete this work as provided in this Agrestne
or if he should become insolvent or should faittake prompt payment for materials or labor usehigproject, or should fail
to coordinate his work with other subcontractorskiveg on the project, or should fail to comply wipplicable portions of
laws and building codes, or if he should othenkisguilty of a breach of this Agreement or any ptoatract with Contractor,
as determined by Contractor in its sole discretiioen Contractor may, without prejudice to anyottight or remedy, notify
Subcontractor of such beach or failure. If Subi@tor fails to cure such breach or failure with#hhours of delivery of such
notice, then Contractor may terminate this Agreegm@on 48 hours prior notice to Subcontractor. tpoch termination,
Contractor may take control of the work coveredhiy Agreement and may take possession of all iaégemd instruments
thereon and complete the work. In such caseeifithount owed the Subcontractor shall exceed thenses of finishing the
work, including compensation for expenses madegseeg by the termination of the Agreement, theretzess shall be paid
to the Subcontractor upon completion of the wort fimal payment for the work by Owner. If such erpe is greater than
such unpaid balance, the Subcontractor immediakellf pay the difference to Contractor. Subcomdraghall be liable for all
expenses, costs, and damages incurred by Contescéoresult of any termination of this AgreemeSubcontractor shall not
remove any materials or instruments from the witk & any time without Contractor's prior conseAny waiver of any
provision of this Agreement by Contractor shall pperate or be construed as a waiver of any ottwisigion or of any
subsequent breach or failure of the same provision.

month or within 3 days after we receive paymenmflowner. The said Contractor shall make final paytto the said
Subcontractor withiThirty (30) days after the Subcontractor shall have compleigavork to the full satisfaction of the
Contractor and Owner, or 10 days after Contradoeives final payment, whichever is the later datkese payments are
subject to receipt of such lien waivers, affidauitarranties, and guarantees required by the Gumauments or Contractor.

The Contractor and the Subcontractor for themsegthes successors, executors, administrators ssigres, hereby
bind themselves to the full performance of the teamd covenants of this Agreement.
