Integrative Research Statement

I study the development of self-regulation in normative and at-risk samples, with a specific focus on the regulation of distress. I believe the development of self-regulation begins as other-regulation in infancy, moves through mutual or co-regulation in early childhood and becomes increasingly self-regulation in adolescence -- until young adults partner and/or become parents, thereby moving back into close relationships that rely on mutual regulation.  As such, the majority of the publications, grants, and presentations listed fall into the study of a) parent-child mutual or co-regulation where child outcomes are heavily scaffolded by the caregiver; and b) self-regulation in adolescence and early adulthood where maturity demands for individuation bring self-regulation to the forefront. I also often address the challenges to self-regulation encountered in each of these phases (i.e., navigating early childhood in the context of poverty, substance use in adolescence, or parenting a sick child). My scholarship is anchored in the applied practices of HDFS, which emphasizes translational science; hence, themes of intervention practice and program evaluation are also evident in my work through the Center for Applied Research in Human Development.
