BACKGROUND:  The research question should address all six questions: what, how, where, when, why, and who. On the other hand, a statement of the problem (or problem statement) is one or two sentences claim that outlines the problem that the study addresses. The statement of the problem should briefly address the question: What is the problem that the research will address?


Sample problem statements:

1) Explore historical and recent hurricane tracks, wind speed, pressure, and landfall for the past 150 years within a GIS environment, with an in depth study of Hurricane Hugo.

2) A comparison and investigation of drought potential and population growth for West Central Florida, Southeast Texas, and San Diego.  The objective of the project is to analyze and depict information regarding potential water supply issues and population impact for 3 regions.

3) Determine the most suitable sites for planning new wind energy farms.  The sites must be:

1) In an area where the wind power class is at least 4

2) No further than 5 miles from a highway, so that maintenance crews can access.

3) No further than 50 miles from a city at least 250,000 people, to ensure a nearby target market.

4) Not on federal land

5) On land that meets criteria 1-4 that is also at least 1 square kilometer in size, large enough for a wind farm

4) The village of Arlington Heights was planned and built without the consideration of a greenway trail system.  For my GIS project, I have proposed constructing greenway trails along 3 linear corridors in the community.  I conducted several GIS analyses to determine such things as user demand, best trail alignment, and expected cost of land acquisition and construction.  
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
