Request for Proposal:

The Bill Porter Memorial Charity Golf Classic will be held Friday June 10, 2016 at the Hastings Country Club in Hastings MI. 

This request for Proposal is open to all IRS certified non-profits or any municipalities who provide programs and projects in the Barry County Area.  The panel, comprised of representatives of the Platinum Sponsors and members of the Barry Community Foundation Grant Committee and the Barry County United Way Allocations Committee, will select the top 4 proposals for funding which will then be publicized as the “Charities”.  

Interested non-profit organizations will submit a proposal to the committee no later than 4pm, Friday, April 22, 2016.

After review of all of the submissions, the selection committee will choose the top 4 charities that successfully demonstrated the importance of their charities to the Barry County area.  Submissions are not limited to program or project costs.  The selected charities are required to have a booth on display during the outing, complete with a voting box. Golf teams, comprised of 4 golfers at $50 per person ($200.00 per team) will have the opportunity to participate in the tournament, complete with “Skins” Game if they choose, along with chances to win at individual hole competitions.

What results do you expect to produce? (1. Five research meetings involving representatives from seven middle schools, 10 7th and 8th graders.  2.  A list of focus areas 3. Incorporation of curriculum by September 2008.)

What are the benefits that your program will seek to achieve? (1.
