FOOD AND BEVERAGE SERVICE

REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

A. Introduction

Scotland County Parks & Recreation (SCPR) is soliciting proposals from all persons or entities interested in entering into a contract with SCPR for the purpose of providing food and beverage service as an independent contractor.  The locations are as followed; Garner Press Box and Soccer Concession stand located at the James L. Morgan Recreation Complex and Legion Park Concession Stand beginning July 1, 2019 and ending June 30, 2020.  SCPR will award this contract to the person or entity submitting the proposal that is most advantageous to Scotland County and the taxpayers.

B. Scope of Services Required

The successful proposer is expected to provide high quality food and beverage services as an independent contractor for Parks and Recreation sponsored athletic events at the park facilities.  The successful proposer must maintain all equipment and facilities used in his food and beverage operations in good and sanitary condition.  The successful proposer will be awarded all concession stands listed above; SCPR will not separate each stand to a separate proposer.  All areas within the concession stands must be clean and garbage must be bagged and deposited in the dumpsters after each daily event.

C. Facilities

The successful proposer is expected to provide, at their expense, such additional equipment and facilities that he deems necessary or desirable to deliver high quality food and beverage products to the public.  The successful proposer may remove his equipment and facilities at the termination of the contract that have not become permanently affixed, and will not damage or alter the Park concession stands.  The successful proposer shall be responsible for the upkeep, maintenance and repair of all his equipment and equipment provided by SCPR and furnishings.  

D. Term

The contract described herein will have a term of one (1) year, beginning on July 1, 2019 and ending June 30, 2020.  SCPR shall have the option of extending the contract for an additional one (1) year term by May 1, 2020.  
E. Pricing and Commission

Each concessionaire should set forth in his proposal the specific items and the prices he will charge the public for the items to be sold, including food and beverages.  It is the desire of SCPR that these items are sold at as low a price as possible, which is in the best interest of the consuming public.  Prices must be shown on easily readable menu boards at each stand. Any increase in prices must be approved by the SCPR Director of Parks and Recreation.

F. Items to be Sold

Each concessionaire shall set forth in his proposal a description of the items of food and the beverages he proposes to sell, and any other variations of such items.  If additional items outside of food are desired to be sold, they must be approved within this proposal (ex. athletic necklaces).
G. Operating Plan

Each concessionaire shall set forth in their proposal a plan for providing high quality food and beverage service sales at the Park as an independent contractor.  It is anticipated that this plan will include the proposer’s ideas on staffing, management, food preparation, sanitation, supplier’s equipment, and furnishings to be provided by the proposer.

H. Experience and Qualifications

Each concessionaire shall set forth in his proposal any experience he has had in, and any special qualifications he may have for, providing food and beverage service on the scale required for this contract.  Each proposer must provide a written account of his food and beverage operations for the last three (3) years.  Each proposer must submit the names and telephone numbers of at least three (3) references.  

I. Existing Contracts

The contract will be subject to SCPR’s existing contracts with other entities doing business with the Department of Parks and Recreation.  Kona Ice will continue to operate at SCPR events as a primary vendor as well.  
J. Contract Provisions

This Request for Proposal is issued and proposals are requested subject to the following provisions that the contract to be entered into will contain, among others:

1. SCPR grants to Contractor, pursuant to the terms hereof, the right to conduct and operate the food and beverage concessions inside the concession stands buildings as an independent contractor.  The concession stands are Garner Press box, James L. Morgan Soccer Complex, and Legion Field concessions.  Upon approval, the Contractor can provide mobile concessions for the football program at Legion Park.
2. Contractor will agree to arrive no less than 30 minutes prior to games and remain open until all games are complete.

3. Contractor agrees to pay rent to SCPR.  Within the proposal contractor must propose an amount payable for rent, not to be less than $2,500 per year, payable to SCPR at the beginning of said contract.  The Contractor must pay all taxes of any kind related to the sale of concessions.

4. Contractor warrants that it has experience in operating food and beverage concessions at facilities similar to SCPR facilities as such, accepts the concession stand facilities in “as is” condition suitable for the concession operations contemplated herein for the Park events.  The Department of Parks and Recreation staff will conduct tours of the facilities.  Tours may be arranged by contacting Bryan Graham, Park Director at 910-277-2585 before June 14, 2019.

5. SCPR shall provide the existing space in the Park for the operation of concession services.

6. The Contractor shall allow the representative of the SCPR, access to the premises at all times and without notice, for any purpose, inspection or otherwise.

7. It is understood that Contractor is an independent contractor.  Nothing herein shall be construed as creating a joint venture or partnership.  The contract entered into by the parties shall be subject to all applicable Federal, State and local laws.

8. Contractor will procure, maintain and improve its equipment at its own expense as may be required to operate efficiently.  Equipment permanently fixed to the Park concession stand shall remain the property of SCPR.  Any existing property damaged or broken will be replaced by Contractor at full MSRP price. 
9. Contractor will procure, at its own expense, all necessary occupational, business or other licenses and permits of any kind and shall pay all state taxes and fees arising from the operation of said concessions.

10. Contractor will procure, at its own expense, insurance to protect SCPR against any possible claims arising out of operation of concessions under the contract and shall indemnify and hold SCPR harmless against all liability claims or suits arising out of the operation of concessions governed by the contract to be entered into.  Contractor shall provide SCPR a certificate of insurance.  Further Contractor shall provide general liability coverage, including products liability with a $1,000,000.00 per occurrence combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage.  SCPR shall be named as an additional insured under the Contractor’s policy.

11. Contractor and its employees will, at all times, conduct themselves in such a manner as to avoid annoyance to patrons and shall otherwise comply with all SCPR rules and regulations.

12. Contractor will provide a manager to manage and service all concessions.  It shall be this manager’s responsibility to properly maintain a sufficient number of personnel to service all events and further be responsible for supervision of all personnel.  Managers name and contact information will be shared with SCPR upon successful award of contract. 
13. The contract to be entered into is not, and will not be construed to be a lease of any facility or grounds thereof.  Contractor’s rights of access to facilities and grounds to operate the concessions granted will continue so long as full compliance with each and all of the undertakings, provisions, covenants, agreements, stipulations and conditions set forth in the contract is maintained.  

14. The independent contractor shall have no right to sell or assign or subcontract any portion of the agreement without prior written consent from SCPR, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld.

15. The terms of the contract to be entered into are and will be subject to any terms and conditions of any contracts existing and executed prior to the execution hereof.

16. The contract to be entered into will be governed and interpreted pursuant to the provisions of local regulations and North Carolina law.

17. The contract may be terminated by SCPR for any reason upon thirty (30) days notice.  The contract shall be automatically and immediately terminated should the Department of Parks and Recreation cease or limit its operations due to a shortage or unavailability of funds.

18. Contractor will be responsible for the behavior of all its employees and subcontractors while on the premises of parks and recreation facilities.  Any employee or subcontractor acting in a manner determined to be detrimental, abusive or offensive may be required to leave the premises.

19. At the James L. Morgan Recreation Complex the contractor will not be allowed to drive any vehicles outside parking areas.  Delivery of concessions need to be planned accordingly and cannot be driven to the door for drop off.   

20. The Contractor shall have no limitation on liability for claims related to the following items:

a. Bodily injury;

b. Death;

c. Physical damage to tangible personal and/or real property;

d. The intentional and willful or negligent acts of the contractor and/or contractor’s employees.

K. Evaluation Criteria

Each proposal will be evaluated by SCPR officials based upon certain specific criteria and the weight assigned to each such criterion as set forth below:

2. Experience and Qualifications 35%

3. Resources, (Equipment, Personnel) 20%

4. Operating Plan & Lease Payment 25%

L. Proposal Submissions

1. All proposals shall be submitted in writing on or before 4:00 p.m.  June 14, 2019 to Scotland County Parks and Recreation’s office (attn. Director, Bryan Graham) 1210 Turnpike Rd, Laurinburg, NC.  All proposals must be sealed in an envelope, clearly labeling the date the proposal is to be opened and the work bid upon.  SCPR reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals and to award the contract to the bidder whom, in its opinion, bet serves the interest of the County.

2. SCPR will choose the best proposal, and will enter into negotiations for the purpose of creating a contract for food and beverage service at the locations previously mentioned.
3. If the parties are not able to agree on a contract, SCPR will review the next best proposal.

4. Proposals must be received, in writing, by the date and time specified.  SCPR is not responsible for any delays in delivery or expenses for the development or delivery of proposals.  Any proposals received after the submission deadline will not be considered.

5. Proposals or alterations by fax, e-mail or phone will not be accepted.

6. SCPR reserves the right to reject any and all proposals, including those with exceptions, prior to and at any time during negotiations.  Likewise, a new request for proposals may be issued, if the need should arise.

7. SCPR reserves the right to waive any defect or irregularity in any proposal procedure.

8. SCPR reserves the right to request additional information or clarification of a proposal.

9. Unsolicited clarifications and updates submitted after the deadline for proposals will be accepted or rejected at the sole discretion of SCPR.

10. All written proposal material becomes the property of SCPR.

M. Estimated Time Schedules

1. Baseball/Softball – Youth

One concession stand is open approximately 3-4 days per week.  Days may include Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday.  The season will last approximately 4-6 weeks, beginning in late April and ending in mid-June.  The Department of Parks and Recreation staff will provide the total number of participants in 2019 at the time of the facility tour.  

2. Adult Softball

One concession stand is open approximately 2 days per week.  Days may include Monday and Thursday.  The season will last approximately 10-12 weeks, beginning in mid-September and ending in early November.  

The Park staff will provide the total number of participants in 2019 at the time of the facility tour.  

3. Football - Youth

One concession stand is open approximately 4 days per week.  Days may include Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.  The season will last approximately 6-8 weeks, beginning in late September and ending in November.  The Park staff will provide the total number of participants in 2019 at the time of the facility tour.

4. Soccer - Youth

One concession stand is open approximately 1-2 days per week for the fall season.  Days may include Thursday and Saturday.  The season will last approximately 10 weeks, beginning in early September and ending in November.  The Park staff will provide the total number of fall soccer participants in 2019 at the time of the facility tour.  
A winter indoor soccer and youth basketball season will be offered in 2019/2020.  It will start first of January and end early March. Concession stands have not been used in the past but we will be open to ideas and suggestions. Days may include Saturday’s for soccer and Monday through Thursday for youth basketball. 
5. Weekend “Travel” Tournaments/Dixie Tournaments 
It is always our goal and intent to provide as many “travel” tournaments to enhance tourism opportunities in Scotland County.  While we are responsible for booking tournament dates, we cannot guarantee them successfully making (getting enough teams to play).  These tournaments are played on Saturday and Sunday throughout the year.   

These schedules are based on the 2018/2019 sports calendar.  Participation in all programs may increase or decrease.  An increase in registrations may result in more scheduled games and longer seasons.  A decrease in registrations may result in less games and shorter seasons.   Games that are cancelled due to inclement weather can be rescheduled which will also prolong the season.  The contractor will be expected to accommodate any changes in scheduling.
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
