Barcroft Community House Rental Contract

1.  This Usage Agreement is made on  [date] by and between Barbara Swart 4611 7th Street South, Arlington, Virginia, Manager of the Barcroft Community House, and  [name and address] 

2.   The Manager leases and transfers possession to Tenant, for the term of the Usage Agreement, of the Barcroft Community House, 800 South Buchanan Street, Arlington, Virginia, 22204.

3.  The premises leased under this Usage Agreement shall be used by Tenant solely for the purpose of [function] .
4.  The Usage Agreement shall be effective for the term of: [number of  hours]  hours during the day of [date starting at time (includes set up) and ending at time (includes cleanup).
5.  In consideration for this Usage Agreement and the right hereunder, Tenant shall pay the Manager during the term of the Usage Agreement in the amount of  $[number of dollars]
6.  Rent payments hereunder are due as soon as possible prior to use and shall be made payable to the Barcroft School and Civic League and sent to 4611 7th Street South, Arlington, Virginia 22204. 

7.  Before the start of the term of this Usage Agreement, Tenant shall deposit with the Manager the sum of $ 75.00  as a security deposit for the compliance with the terms and provisions of this Usage Agreement.  If Tenant should default or breach any of the terms and provisions of this Lease, or has otherwise caused damage to the Leased premises or grounds, except for normal wear and tear, the Manager may apply, use, keep, all or part of the security deposit to the extent required to correct the default, breach, or damage.  If damage exceeds the amount of the deposit, Tenant will be liable for the amount in excess of the security deposit. 
8.  The Manager and the Tenant agree to the following additional covenants, rules and conditions: Please read carefully.

(a)    Parties of no more than 75 will be allowed in the Community House.

(b) There will be no parking allowed in the Woman’s Club parking lot, unless a rental agreement is obtained from the Woman’s Club.

(c)    If the kitchen is used, Tenant will clean and properly remove all food items from the premises.

(d)    Tenant will remove all trash from the building and place it in outside barrels. Chairs and tables should be returned to their appropriate storage areas.

(e)      Beer kegs shall not be permitted.

(f)     There shall be no congregating of people outside the Barcroft Community House after dark.

(g)     All doors and windows must remain closed during the event.  Tenant may use the thermostat, located to the right of the stage, for temperature control.

(h)      Because of a neighborhood noise ordinance, there shall be no live bands, disc jockeys, or amplified music on the premises without the express written consent from the BSCL Board of Directors.

(i)     Clean-up should involve sweeping the premises and ensuring that the community house is returned to its condition prior to the rental.  To do so, clean the floor with the Swiffer mop and dry pads in the kitchen cleaning supplies cabinet. The sponge mop can be used damp for the kitchen floor.  There are mops in the basement for big spills, to be used damp with plain water, never wet or soapy.

(j)    UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL ANYONE BE PERMITTED TO SMOKE EITHER INSIDE THE COMMUNITY HOUSE OR OUTSIDE ON THE GROUNDS.  IN ADDITION CANDLES AND/OR OPEN FLAMES ARE NOT PERMITTED.

(k)     FOR EVENING RENTALS, THE FACILITY AND GROUNDS MUST BE VACATED BY NO LATER THAN 11:00pm.  This includes all clean-up activities necessary to return the facility to its pre-rental condition.

(l) UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL ANYONE BE PERMITTED TO PLACE NAILS IN ANY OF THE WALLS FOR ANY PURPOSE; This specifically includes the temporary hanging of art work or other decorative items.

(m) No tape may be used on the building, with the exception of  the Scotch Magic Tape that is hanging on the wall in the kitchen.  Any Scotch Magic Tape used must be completely removed after the event.  The use of other tapes or attachments cause damage that will be subject to additional fees (see paragraph 7).

(n) Tap dancing, clogging, stomping or other activities that could damage the floor are strictly prohibited.  Users of the community house are required to wear soft-soled, non-marking shoes at all times.  Use of rosin or other materials designed to change the surface of the floor is prohibited.  

(o) While the use of the outside garden is included in the rental fee,  moon bounces, water slides, other similar equipment or any activity that may cause damage to the plants and lawn are strictly prohibited.  Renters will be responsible for any damage.

9.  The Manager and the BSCL will not be held liable for any personal injury or damage to any of the Tenant’s property during the time of this Usage Agreement, which is indicated in paragraph 4.

10.  The terms, provisions, and covenants contained in this Usage Agreement shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of the Manager and Tenant and their respective successors, heirs and assigns.

11.The BSCL reserves the right to terminate this agreement in its sole discretion for non-compliance with any terms, conditions, or rules contained in this agreement.

12..  This Usage Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Virginia.

13..  The Manager and Tenant, intending to be legally bound by the terms of the Usage Agreement, have signed this Usage Agreement on the date first indicated above.
