CONSENT AGENDA:  M. Smart moved, seconded by P. Dukleth to approve the minutes from the February 13, 2012 meeting. Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Person, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None.  Absent: None.

REPORT OF OFFICERS & COMMITTEES:  Chairman’s Report:  No report.

Secretary-Treasurer’s Report:  Financial Report and Payment of Claims:  The financial report and claims in the amount of $805.05 were presented.  Discussion took place on renewing the EDA’s membership with Highway 75 King of Trails Coalition, membership costs $30.00 per year.  M. Person moved, seconded by M. Smart to renew the EDA’s membership with the Highway 75 King of Trails Coalition.  Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Person, and Smart. Nay: Tommerdahl.  Absent: None.

M. Smart moved, seconded by A. Nelson to approve the Financial Report and to pay claims in the amount of $805.05.  Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Person, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None.  Absent: None.

EDA Wages:  N. Kjersten presented a new job proposal for the EDA Secretary-Treasurer.  The new proposal included that hours of EDA Secretary-Treasurer and hours of City Clerk-Treasurer would be separated as much as possible and that the EDA Secretary-Treasurer would take on additional projects for the EDA.  Discussion took place on the new proposal and wages for the EDA Secretary-Treasurer.  M.  Smart moved, seconded by P. Dukleth to approve the new job proposal and set the wage of Secretary-Treasurer at $75 per month, or $900.00 annually.  Aye: Alm, Dukleth, Kolness, Nelson, Person, Smart, and Tommerdahl. Nay: None. Craig’s List and Facebook:  Discussion took place about how Craig’s List and Facebook are now part of the EDA Secretary-Treasurer’s job, as stated in the job proposal.

OLD BUSINESS:  Grant:  No report.

Post Office:  Mayor Johannsen stated that he was personally invited into a conference call with Al Franken regarding the future of the USPS.  Johannsen that Senator Franken cosponsored S.1853, the Postal Service Protection Act, which would save the Postal Service billions of dollars by eliminating the requirement that USPS prefund retiree healthcare and refunding USPS overpayments to the Federal Employee Retirement System.  Johannsen stated that the Franken, Klobuchar, along with many other senators are fighting to protect the services that the USPS provides.  
Evergreen Addition:  Discussion took place on the party that is interested in the Evergreen Addition. 

Home and Garden Show:  Mayor Johannsen thanked all the parties that volunteered their time to help present the City of Hendrum at the Fargo Home and Garden Show in February.

NEW BUSINESS: National Night Out:  Mayor Johannsen stated that the city is going to take part in National Night Out (NNO) on Tuesday, August 7, 2012.  Johannsen explained that NNO is a crime and drug prevention event that involves law enforcement, businesses, and local officials.   Many small towns are also using National Night Out as a tool to get to know your neighbors as well as strengthening community spirit.
OTHER BUSINESS:  Fargo Home and Garden Show:  Discussion took place on placing an advertisement in the Fargo Home and Garden Show Book and also rent a booth in the Fargo Home and Garden Show (February 23 through February 25).  M. Alm moved, seconded by S. Tommerdahl to split the cost of a full-page advertisement in the Fargo Home and Garden Show and to rent a booth at the Fargo Home and Garden Show with the City of Hendrum. EDA Attorney: Mayor Johannsen stated that the City of Hendrum is looking at hiring a different attorney and that Anne Rasmusson, from Rust, Stock & Rasmusson, P.A., would be attending the City Council meeting.
