Lecture and discussion on the basic stages of work on a
construction site, the types of workers on a construction site and
their functions, the importance of safety on a construction site, the
common causes of accidents, and the standard protective gear.
Review the personal qualities that employers require. Engage
students in the critical thinking questions.
