Outline for Book Review 


1. Introduce the subject, scope, and type of book
Identify the book by author, title, and publishing information. 
Include some background to enable readers to place the book into context. Describe the general problem/issue that the book addresses or earlier work the author or others have done. In framing your review, you should provide some information on the author. What are his/her relevant qualifications and background for writing on this subject? 

1. How has this book changed or enhanced your view of student behavior?
2. What did you like most about the book?
3. What did you like least?
4. Share a quote from the book.
5. Share a favorite part of the book.
6. Conclude by summarizing your ideas
Your review should conclude with your personal critique. Refer back to your introductory paragraph. What is your ultimate judgment of the style, format, contents, and value of the book? Has the author achieved the purpose for writing the book? Has the book challenged you intellectually, increased your knowledge, raised new questions, and/or presented the material in a novel or provocative manner? Would you recommend the book?
