· The Chair reported that the EIT Assoc. Dean has agreed to post the Committee minutes on the EIT Assembly page for easy reference. The Committee also agreed to have the departmental representative to introduce the agenda items from his/her home department in a meeting. This will be followed up by subsequent paper work, if any, as required or as requested by the Committee.
· Minutes of meeting of last meeting (held on Nov 2nd, 2009) was approved considering the following changes:

· In bullet number four, second sentence – the word "will" is substituted by the word "may."

· “CPSC 6301: Essentials of Computer Software” and “CPSC 6302: Essentials of Computer System” were discussed. These are the changes suggested by the Committee:

· The word “good” under Prerequisites is to be changed to “mastery” of a programming language.

· Remove the duplication of the word “prerequisite.”

· In the Course Description: After the word Java in second line, the following statement is added “Additional Prereq. course may be necessary”

· In the 7th line, after the word program, the following statement is added after a comma: “When approved by the graduate coordinator”

Correspondingly, the pertinent changes are to be made in CPSC 6302. 

· With the above provisos, both courses CPSC 6301 and CPSC 6302 were approved as amended. In providing the signed copies, the Computer Science representative will supply the missing CCF for 6301.
· “CPSC 4360/5360 Computer Security” was discussed next. This course has been offered as a special topics course for three times. The Computer Science Dept. asked to offer it as a regular course, since there is a sufficient demand to have it taught regularly. The Committee suggested these changes to the CCF:

· In the course description in line one, add the words "or equivalent" after the words "consent of instructor."
· The course “CPSC 4360/5360 Computer Security” was approved by the committee as amended.

· The next committee meeting will be held on Nov.30 at the designated time and place.

· The minutes of meeting of last meeting (held on Oct 19th, 2009) was approved. CPSC department informed the committee that requested changes in the paper work for CPSC 7326, 7313, and 7314 have been completed and sent to GCC chair.

· The committee chair discussed prior to taking up agenda items, if the GCC minutes be posted on the EIT website for easy access and for archival purposes. It was approved by the committee.
· Three courses from CPSC were on the agenda for today’s meeting: CPSC 6301, CPSC 6302, and CPSC 4360/5360. There were discussions regarding CPSC4360/5360 if the course was already approved. This was not evident from prior minutes of the committee meetings. 

· CPSC 6301 and CPSC 6302 have been proposed as Bridge Courses for engineering/science students to enter MS program in computer science. CPSC representative pointed out that these two courses may substitute for the identified prerequisites of CPSC MS course sequence upon the approval of graduate advisor. The inclusion of engineering technology majors as potential candidates for the CPSC MS degree was discussed and it was confirmed by the proposer. There were lengthy discussions on listing the prerequisite courses to be substituted for the benefit of the entering students. There were questions regarding the depth of the courses if they will indeed prepare the non-computer science majors to succeed later in the MS courses. Some editing and class time errors were pointed out. The committee members had questions why CPSC 4381 is in the write up of CPSC 6302. In the absence of consensus at meeting closure time, a motion was made to table the agenda items. It was approved by a 3-1 margin. The items will be taken up in the next meeting and meanwhile, CPSC will make the appropriate changes in CCFs.

· The next committee meeting will be held on Nov.16 at the designated time and place.
