To provide a safe and stimulating environment with basic computer knowledge for deserving economically disadvantaged middle school students.  Students will receive classes and resources to develop knowledge and skills useful in their educational and career goals.

           Middle School Program:  
The intern will supervise approximately 50 to 100 students in the Bakersfield City School District during the C4K event schedules.  The intern may also attend educational and cultural fieldtrips, which are aimed for university exposure and building cultural competence.  The Intern may participate in parent meetings by providing and disseminating educational information and material.  The   Intern will work in collaboration with the Talent Search Program Director, Jesse Quintanilla and will meet with him on a weekly basis.  The Intern will disseminate pertinent material and assist 8th grade students in developing a four year educational plans as they transition to secondary school.  During the C4K events and school visitation schedules, the Intern will facilitate educational workshops when the opportunity presents itself, such as career workshops, academic workshops, and basic life skills sessions
           High School Component:  
The intern will follow the appropriate curriculum provided for the high school students in the Talent Search Program to prepare them for post-secondary education.  The program currently serves high school students in five Kern County high schools, which include: East, Highland, Shafter, South, and West High School.  In completing the agency hours.  Intern will provide academic individual counseling, or via telephone.  The Intern is familiar in evaluating student transcripts and is capable of providing the appropriate academic guidance. The intern will   provide outreach services to 200 12th grade high school students to assist them with the UC, CSU, and community matriculation process as well as career guidance information.  The Intern will be trained in the following areas of college counseling: 1) General Education requirements, 2) Evaluating EPT/ELM, SAT/ACT, EAP, AP scores to enroll students in the appropriate coursework, 3) Community College transfer requirements; 4) Understand academic programs in the CSU, UC, and CC systems of high education, and 5) Understand the Educational Talent Search program objectives.  
In completing the agency hours, the intern will teach and counsel approximately 60 percent in the academic counseling domain, 10 percent in the social-personal domain - - and 30% in the career school counseling domain; the intern will become familiar with the occupational handbook as well.  Intern will submit proof of completed hours on a weekly basis to the Program Director, Jesse Quintanilla and the School Counseling Internship Instructor
