Department of cardiac anaesthesia is involved in the Superspeciality Training Programme of 

· DM in Cardiac anaesthesia. (1 candidate added in July’08).

· M.Sc Perfusion Technology (four new candidates selected).

· Specialised training in cardiac anaesthesia and intensive care given to three postgraduates from Lady Hardinge Hospital and two from ESI Hospital. 

Total number of 789 neonates, infants and children were given anaesthesia for cardiac surgery, Cath lab procedures and CT Angio, MRI till September 2008.

A total of 1281adult patients underwent anaesthesia for valvular, complex congenital, myocardial revascularization, AICD/pacemaker and other cath lab procedures and CCU Ventilatory care till September 2008. 

Six research projects completed in the Department and sixteen are ongoing – of which three are funded by AIIMS and two by ICMR. 

Three research papers are published in National and International Journals and eight are accepted for publication.

The Faculty of the department is involved in training Junior and senior residents of AIIMS and residents from other government hospitals in Transesophageal Echocardiography.

Three Faculty members are holding senior positions in Assosciations like PRAN (Parkinson related Awareness) and IACTA (Indian Association of Cardiothoracic Anaesthesiologists).

Community Service – Stress management for Cardiac and Neurosurgical patients is run as a specialized clinic and department is also involved in programmes like “Quit Tobacco” and “Stress Relieve Programme”.
