5. Organizer Background: Describe your expertise and applicability to the topic. (Maximum of 500 characters with spaces)
6. Proposed Session Presenters, Talk Titles and Contact Information: 

· List 5 speakers or 3-5 panelists who have confirmed they plan to attend and speak if the session is approved.
· For standard format sessions, include a specific talk title for each speaker. 
· NOTE: Panel sessions should submit one overall abstract for the session. Panelists may submit individual abstracts if desired, but do not list those talk titles below. We only need their contact information here. 
· Offer a diverse mix of speakers and organizations to bring a different perspective to the session.
· All sessions are 105 minutes long. The first 5 minutes of each session is for a brief Session Introduction which serves as a buffer for attendees to arrive and be seated. The moderator does not need to submit an abstract.
