Graduate Student Travel Matching Grant Application

Guidelines

To the extent resources allow, travel matching grants up to $500 will be made to students for the purpose of making presentations at professional conferences outside of Arkansas.  Preferences will be given to doctoral students, but students working on a master’s degree may apply.  The request will have to include matching funds at a level equal to or greater than the amount requested from the Graduate School for domestic conferences.  For students presenting at international venues, the match from non-Graduate School sources must be at least twice that of the Graduate School contribution.  Only one author per presentation may be given a grant.  A student may be granted funds only once per year (fiscal year).  There will be no retroactive reimbursement for a trip.

Please obtain approvals from all parties contributing funds toward this travel before submitting application to the Graduate School.  Attach a letter of invitation to the conference or copy of the conference announcement which lists the presentation, and attach a copy of the abstract or paper.
