Notebook Expectations

Volume: You write more than 20 entries per week. Some entries are more than one page long. One week of writing takes up three or more notebook pages.

Variety: You write many kinds of entries, and about many different topics. You should have a variety of tones in your notebook: some entries are serious, some are playful, some are observant, some are happy, some are sad, etc. You have a few topics that you write about often (“life topics”), but you write many kinds of entries about those topics.

Thoughtfulness: I hear your voice when I read your notebook. Your entries do not fell like you just wrote them just “to get them over with.” Many entries feel like you were thinking your way through an idea, like you realize something new that you never realized before. You discovered something, or wondered about something. You have a few topics that you write about often (“Life topics”), and each new entry about those topics show thoughtfulness.

Maintenance: Your notebook is neat enough to be able to re-read entries easily; uses spacing that makes it easy to edit and revise; shows evidence of editing. You take good care of your notebook.
