· Even if you give permission now, you may change your mind later. You may ask for the video/audio to be switched off at any time. If, after the consultation, you would prefer that the tape is not used, please contact the receptionist who will ensure that your consultation is erased from the tape.

· But if you do not mind your consultation being recorded, we are grateful to you. Improving the assessment of GPs should lead to a better service to patients.

· If you consent to this consultation being video/audio recorded, please respond to the accurx message sent (either a YES or a NO). In addition, the doctor consulting with you will confirm verbally before the consultation proceeds. You can change your mind at any stage.
